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Anniversary Events in Review

This October the Pembroke Public
Library celebrated its 10t birthday in
the new building, and it also turned
130! The building was completed in
October 1998 and the town officially
recognized the library in October
1878.

To celebrate, we planned 10 weeks
of events. Sunday opening started
early this year, and the first event
was a Quintessential Brass concert
sponsored by the Friends of the
Pembroke Library on September 21+,
Local historian Karen Proctor re-
